All refillable tanks which have bottom outlet valves must be equipped with a “one-way” check 
valve, to prevent introduction of foreign product into the tank.

EPA Rule 165.3  

Rule 165.3 defines a one-way valve 
as a valve that allows product to flow 
in one direction, and no flow in the 
opposite direction, thus allowing the 
withdrawal of material from, but not 
the introduction of material into a 
container.

EPA Rule 165.45 

The refillable container regulations require that each opening of a portable pesticide container for liquid materials other 
than a vent must have a one-way valve, a tamper-evident device or both. The regulations provide that the one-way valve 
may be located in a device or system separate from the container if the device or system is the only reasonably 
foreseeable way to withdraw pesticide from the container. The requirement for one-way valves and tamper-evident 
devices is intended to give refillers reasonable indication that substances other than the pesticide product for which the 
containers are labeled may have been introduced into the containers. If there is a practical way for a person to introduce 
material into the container through the pump, then the container would not comply with this requirement and the pump 
would need to be fitted with a tamper-evident device and/or a one-way valve to prevent someone from introducing 
material through the pump into the container.
